Leslie Rhodes, Mobile Source Program Manager provided the AQC members with an update on the GRADE + program.  The AQC members were informed that the current call for projects ended on September 30th. Staff received applications for sixty-seven projects.  The selection committee has met and agreed to fund fifty-four projects with approximate $782,000. The NOx reductions are expected to be about one hundred forty-two tons, over the next five to ten years.   Eric Moore, Air Quality Specialist is currently working with the companies to gather additional information and making offering to the companies for the GRADE + program.
