Air Quality Update 


Medical Waste Incinerator Rules
The AQC members were informed that the Mecklenburg County Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) adopted the MCAPCO revisions on November 16th. The adoption included MCAPCO Regulation 2.1206 –“Hospital, Medical, and Infectious Waste Incinerators (HMIWIs) requiring compliance with the revised requirements/emission limits by October 6, 2012.  It was stated that The NC Environmental Management Commission (EMC) adopted a proposal for changes to the state rule on November 18th requiring a compliance date by July 1, 2013. Staff will present to the EMC on January 13, 2011 for approval of the October 6, 2012 compliance date.  It was suggested that the AQC write a letter supporting the 2012 compliance date to the EMC.

BMWNC
The AQC members were informed that staff resubmitted the proposed title V permit for BMWNC to the EPA on November 17th for 45 days comment period. The facility has been working with staff to achieve compliance. There have been three unannounced compliance inspections at the facility over a four week period in September and October. All three inspections were in compliance. Staff should hear back from the EPA in January. 
Ozone
The ozone data shows that the Mecklenburg County region has reached attainment under the 1997 standard of .085 ppm.  The state expects to submit request for re-designation. 
Reventure
The AQC members were given an update on the Reventure project. It was stated that the permit application should be submitted soon. However, it is unclear if NCDAQ or MCAQ will issue the permit. 

AQ Forum
The AQC members were given an update on the AQ forum held on November 9th at UNCC.
