Administration Metropolitan Planning Program funds; and

WHEREAS, members of the Mecklenburg-Union Metropolitan Planming Organization
agree that the Unified Planning Work Program will effectively advance transportation
planning for FY 2007; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Mint Hill has requested the use of unobligated Section 104(f)
Planning (PL) funds to support the preparation of a local transportation plan; and

WHEREAS, the City of Charlotte has requested the use of unobligated Section 104(f)
Planning (PL) funds to support efforts to implement its Transportation Action Plan; and

WHEREAS, members of the Mecklenburg-Union Metropolitan Planning Organization
find that both projects will effectively advance transportation planning in the MPQ’s
planning area and are consistent with the adopted UPWP.

Planning Organization hereby amends the FY 2007 Unified Planning Work Program for
the Mecklenburg-Union Urban Area.
