
VIII. TRAFFIC CONTROL PLANS 
 
 When a water or sewer line is to be installed within the travelway of NCDOT/CDOT controlled 

roads, a traffic control plan may be required.   The traffic control plan, with the construction 
plans, shall be submitted to NCDOT/CDOT for review and approval.  The following roadway 
features shall be shown on the TCP: 

 
   Pavement Width 
   Pavement Type 
   Speed Limit 
   Traffic Lane Designation 
   Pavement Markings 
   Traffic Signs/Signals 
   Sidestreets/Intersection Location 
 
 A Traffic Control Plan shall include the following: 
 
   Legend 
   Work Hour Restrictions 
   Construction Sequence/Phasing 
   Work Zone Designation 
   Sign Placement 
   Taper Length 
   Traffic Movement Designation 
   Drum/Cone/Barricade/Barrier Placement 
   Flagging Requirement/Location 
   Uniformed Police Officer Requirement/Location
